Nevertheless, structural adaptation measures alone are
not enough to combat physical water scarcity in the future.
‘Soft’ adaptation measures (non-structural) are increas-
ingly an essential component of water management.

These include increasing the efficiency of water use, reduc-
ing the intensity of water use, the pricing of water services,
recycling water, improving water distribution networks and
improving water irrigation technologies.

For these strategies to contribute to water security, water
governance, management and policies must be fully
integrated into a society’s political, social and economic
development.

Questions and Answers on CFLs

Can CFLs be used outside in cold temperatures?

Yes, there are CFLs that can be used
outdoors in temperatures as low
as -30 oC. However, check the
low temperature rating on the
package to make sure it suits
your local climate. It is also
preferable to have your CFL
enclosed in an outdoor fixture

to protect it from the cold,
wind and humidity. If your CFL

is used outdoors with a motion
detector, the life of your CFL
may be shortened.

Snow, ice may damage home heating oil tanks

Persons with home heating oil tanks
on their property are reminded
that the winter presents unique
stresses and strains for oil tanks that
may damage them and cause spills.

“According to the Insurance Bureau of
Canada, oil is still the primary home-
heating source in Atlantic Canada,”
said Environment Minister Margaret-
Ann Blaney. “Forty-two per cent of all
Atlantic Canadian homes have an oil
tank and, therefore, pose a potential
environmental hazard. | encourage
allhomeowners to remove snow and
ice from their home heating oil tanks
to ensure the safety of the environ-
ment and to protect themselves from
liabilities that could result in the
event of a spill.”

Large amounts of snow and ice on
home heating oil tanks, or snow slid-
ing from roofs, may damage them.
Homeowners have to make sure the
tank, the lines and the connections

— and all the areas around them —
are kept clear of snow and ice (fuel
oil companies can provide shielding
devices). They should also carefully
clear the area around their tank after
each snowfall. To protect tanks from
falling ice, homeowners should keep
their roofs clear of snow and ice.

Fuel oil spills in residential areas may
contaminate drinking water wells,
ground water and soil; foul septic
systems, requiring their replacement;
cause odours and health problems
in the home; and contaminate storm
water drains, sewers, drainage ditches
and surface water.

In the event of a spill, the landowner
could be held responsible for the
expensive task of removing any con-
taminated soil and remediating any
contaminated groundwater. Depend-
ing on the location of the spill (near
a river, sewage system and/or well
water), clean-ups may cost $5,000

or more. The Department of Environ-
ment will provide guidance for the
clean-up.

Residents are advised to immediately
call the nearest Department of Envi-
ronment regional office (see the Blue
Pages — Province of New Brunswick)
to report a spill. For after-hours spill
reporting, calls should be directed
to the Canadian Coast Guard, 1-800-
565-1633.

It is recommended that system
owners and/or landowners have
adequate insurance coverage in case
a spill happens. Each home is differ-
ent, and so is every home insurance
policy. Policies are tailored to the
needs of the homeowner. Some insur-
ance policies will cover the cost of
cleaning up an oil spill, while others
have limits on the amount that may
be paid. If a homeowner has not car-
ried out due diligence to prevent a
leak, he or she may be held financially
responsible for cleaning up any result-
ing damage.

Homeowners are encouraged to con-
tact their insurance representative for
information about coverage regarding
specific insurance policies.

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Survey of Household Spending

Average household spending in Canada declined 0.3% to
$71,120 in 2009, following the economic slowdown that
began in the fall of 2008.

This was the first decline since the annual Survey of House-
hold Spending was introduced in 1997. During 2009, the
annual average rate of inflation as measured by the Con-
sumer Price Index was 0.3%.

Personal taxes accounted for 20.2% of the average house-
hold’s budget in 2009, while shelter represented 19.8%,
transportation 13.7% and food 10.2%. These shares were
virtually unchanged from 2008.

Excluding personal taxes, spending on goods and services
was down 0.7% in 2009 from 2008.

Retail trade

Retail sales increased for the fifth consecutive month,
rising 0.8% in current dollars to $36.6 billion in October.
Gains were reported in 7 of 11 subsectors, led by gasoline
stations. Excluding sales at gasoline stations, retail sales
edged down 0.1%.

After removing the effects of price changes, particularly
higher gasoline prices, retail sales in volume terms were
down 0.2%.

The largest increase in dollar terms among all subsectors
was a 7.4% rise at gasoline stations, reflecting mainly higher
prices at the pump. This was the fourth consecutive monthly
increase in sales at gasoline stations.
